HIGH SCHOOL SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM 

Program Principles: 

Scholarships of $500 each will be awarded in the communities of St. Brieux, Lake Lenore, Star 
City, Kinistino, Watson, Gronlid, Naicam, Pleasantdale and Englefeld. Four scholarships of $500 
each will be awarded at Melfort & Unit Comprehensive Collegiate (MUCC). Application forms may 
be obtained from the school or through your Advantage Credit Union branch. 

Program Parameters: 

• The student must be continuing their education full time at a recognized post-secondary 

educational institution in the fall of the year the scholarship is presented. If the student is 

unable to attend the institution of their choice, we will hold the scholarship for a period of 

15 months from the date of their graduation. This does not apply for students choosing to 

enter the workforce. A copy of the form declining entrance is required.  

• Proof of enrolment should be provided prior to the student receiving their scholarship. 

This may be waived in those cases where the branch is certain that the student will be 

attending school.  

• Programs must be of duration of at least one academic year.  

• The scholarships are to go to "all-around" students and not necessarily the top academic 

student.  

• Students may qualify for a scholarship even if in receipt of another.  

• All other factors being equal, financial need will be a consideration. 

Selection Criteria: 

• Each individual branch and their Member Relations Committee (MRC) will decide upon 

criteria for selection of a scholarship recipient.   

• It is recommended that the MRC choose a runner-up in case the scholarship recipient 

decides not to attend school that year.
